This Order supersedes the March 16, 2020 Order of the Health Officer directing allindividuals to shelter in place (“Prior Shelter Order”). This Order clarifies, strengthens,and extends certain terms of the Prior Shelter Order to increase social distancing andreduce person-to-person contact in order to further slow transmission of NovelCoronavirus Disease 2019 (“COVID-19”). As of the effective date and time of this Orderset forth in Section 16 below, all individuals, businesses and government agencies in theCity of Berkeley (“City”) are required to follow the provisions of this Order.12. The intent of this Order is to ensure that the maximum number of people self-isolateshelter in their places of residence to the maximum extent feasible, while enablingessential services to continue, to slow the spread of COVID-19 to the maximum extentpossible. When people need to leave their places of residence, whether to obtain orperform vital services, or to otherwise facilitate authorized activities necessary forcontinuity of social and commercial life, they should at all times reasonably possiblecomply with Social Distancing Requirements as defined in Section 10 below. Allandmitigate the impact on delivery of critical healthcare services to those in need. All

Failure tocomply with any of the provisions of this Order constitutes an imminent threat andmenace to public health, constitutes a public nuisance, and is punishable by fine,imprisonment, or both.23. All individuals currently living within the City of Berkeley (the “City”) are ordered toshelter at their place of residence. To the extent individuals are using shared or outdoorspaces, they must at all times as reasonably possible maintain social distancing of at leastsix feet from any other person when they are outside their residence. All personsTheymay leave their residencesresidence only for Essential Activities, EssentialGovernmental Functions, or to operateEssential Travel, to work for EssentialBusinesses, or to perform Minimum Basic Operations for non-essential businesses, all asdefined in Section 1013. Individuals experiencing homelessness are exempt from this Section, but are strongly urged to obtain shelter, andgovernmental and other entities are strongly urged to, as soon as possible, make suchshelter available as soon as possible to the maximum extent practicable (and to utilizeSocial Distancing Requirements in their operation)and provide handwashing or handsanitation facilities to persons who continue experiencing homelessness.4. When people need to leave their place of residence for the limited purposes allowed inthis Order, they must strictly comply with Social Distancing Requirements as defined inSection 13.k, except as expressly provided in this Order.35. All businesses with a facility in the City, except Essential Businesses, as defined belowin Section 1013.f, are required to cease all activities at facilities located within the Cityexcept Minimum Basic Operations, as defined in Section 1013.g. For clarity, allbusinesses may also continue operations consisting exclusively of owners, employees,volunteers, or contractors performing activities at their own residences (i.e., workingfrom home). All Essential Businesses are strongly encouraged to remain open. To thegreatest extent feasible,But Essential Businesses are directed to maximize the number ofemployees who work from home. Essential Businesses may only assign those employeeswho cannot perform their job duties from home to work outside the home. All EssentialBusinesses shall comply withprepare, post, and implement a Social DistancingRequirements as defined in Section 10 below, including, but not limited to, when anycustomers are standing in line.Protocol at each of their facilities at which they aremaintaining operations, as specified in Section 13.h. Businesses that include an EssentialBusiness component at their facilities alongside non-essential components must, to theextent feasible, scale down their operations to the Essential Business component only;

All public and private gatherings of any number of people occurring outside a singlehousehold or living unit are prohibited, except for the limited purposes as expressly permitted inSection 10this Order. Nothing in this Order prohibits the gathering of members of asingle household or living unit from engaging in Essential Travel or EssentialActivities together.

People, or toperform Minimum Basic Operations at nonessential businesses. This Order allows travelinto or out of the City only to perform Essential Activities, operate Essential Businesses,or maintain Essential Governmental Functions, or perform Minimum Basic Operations atnon-essential businesses.68. This Order is issued based on evidence of increasing occurrence of COVID-19 withinthe City and throughout the Bay Area, scientific evidence and best practices regardingthe most effective approaches to slow the transmission of communicable diseasesgenerally and COVID-19 specifically, and evidence that the age, condition, and health ofa significant portion of the population of the City places it at risk for serious healthcomplications, including death, from COVID-19. Due to the outbreak of the COVID-19virusdisease in the general public, which is now a pandemic according to the WorldHealth Organization, there is a public health emergency throughout the City. Making theproblem worse, some individuals who contract the virus causing the COVID-19virusdisease have no symptoms or have mild symptoms, which means they may not beaware they carry the virus and are transmitting it to others. Because even people withoutsymptoms can transmit the diseaseinfection, and because evidence shows thediseaseinfection is easily spread, gatherings and other interpersonal interactions canresult in preventable transmission of the virus. This public health emergency hassubstantially worsened since the City issued the Prior Shelter Order on March 16, 2020,with a significant escalation in the number of positive cases, hospitalizations, and deaths,and increasing strain on health care resources. At the same time, evidence suggests thatthe restrictions on mobility and social distancing requirements imposed by the PriorShelter Order are slowing the rate of increase in community transmission and confirmedcases by limiting interactions among people, consistent with scientific evidence of theefficacy of similar measures in other parts of the country and world. The scientificevidence shows that at this stage of the emergency, it isremains essential to continue toslow virus transmission as much as possible to protect the most vulnerable and, toprevent the health care system from being overwhelmed. One proven way to slow thetransmission is to limit interactions among people to the greatest extent practicable. By, and toprevent

Widespread testing for COVID-19 is not yet available but isexpected to increase in the coming days. This Order is necessary to slow the rate ofspread, and the Health Officer will re-evaluate it as further data becomes available.810. This Order is issued in accordance with, and incorporates by reference, the March 4,2020 Proclamation of a State of Emergency issued by Governor Gavin Newsom, theMarch 3, 2020 Proclamation by the Director of Emergency Services Declaring theExistence of a Local Emergency in the City, the March 10, 2020 Resolution of theCity Council Ratifying and the Declaration of a Local Health Emergency.911. This Order is issued in light of evidence that the Prior Shelter Order has been generallyeffective in increasing social distancing, but that at this time additional restrictions arenecessary to further mitigate the rate of transmission of COVID-19, to prevent the healthcare system from being overwhelmed, and prevent death. This Order comes after therelease of substantial guidance from the City and County Health OfficersOfficer, theCenters for Disease Control and Prevention, the California Department of Public Health,and other public health officials throughout the United States and around the world,including a variety of prior ordersan increasing number of orders imposing similar socialdistancing requirements and mobility restrictions to combat the spread and harms ofCOVID-19. The Health Officer will continue to assess the quickly evolving situation andmay modify or extend this Order, or issue additional Orders, related to COVID-19, aschanging circumstances dictate.12. This Order is also issued in light of the March 19, 2020 Order of the State Public HealthOfficer (the “State Shelter Order”) , which set baseline statewide restrictions on non-residential business activities effective until further notice, as well as the Governor’sMarch 19, 2020 Executive Order N-33-20 directing California residents to follow the StateShelter Order. The State Shelter Order was complementary to the Prior Shelter Order. ThisOrder adopts in certain respects more stringent restrictions addressing the particular factsand circumstances in this City, which are necessary to control the public health emergencyas it is evolving within the City and the Bay Area. Without this tailored set of restrictionsthat further reduces the number of interactions between persons, scientific evidenceindicates that the public health crisis in the City will worsen to the point at which it mayovertake available health care resources within the City and increase the death rate. Also,this Order enumerates additional restrictions on non-work-related travel not covered by the

Definitions and Exemptions.a. For the purposes of this Order, individuals may leave their residence only toperform any of the following “Essential Activities.” But people at high risk ofsevere illness from COVID-19 and people who are sick are strongly urged to stayin their residence to the extent possible, except as necessary to seek or providemedical care. or Essential Governmental Functions. Essential Activities are:i. To engage in activities or perform tasks essentialimportant to their healthand safety, or to the health and safety of their family or householdmembers (including, but not limited to, pets), such as, by way ofexample only and without limitation, obtaining medical supplies ormedication, or visiting a health care professional, or obtaining suppliesthey need to work from home.ii. To obtain necessary services or supplies for themselves and their family orhousehold members, or to deliver those services or supplies to others, suchas, by way of example only and without limitation, canned food, drygoods, fresh fruits and vegetables, pet supply, fresh meats, fish, andpoultry, and any other household consumer products, andproducts neededto work from home, or products necessary to maintain thesafetyhabitability, sanitation, and essential operation of residences.iii. To engage in outdoor recreation activity, provided the individuals complywith Social Distancing Requirements as defined in this Section, suchasincluding, by way of example and without limitation, walking, hiking,orbicycling, and running., in compliance with Social DistancingRequirements and with the following limitations:1. Outdoor recreation activity at parks, beaches, and other open spaces

Such restrictions may include, but are not limited to,restricting the number of entrants, closing the area to vehicularaccess and parking, or closure to all public access;2. Use of recreational areas with high-touch equipment or thatencourage gathering, including, but not limited to, playgrounds,outdoor gym equipment, picnic areas, dog parks, and barbecueareas, is prohibited outside of residences, and all such areas shallbe closed to public access including by signage and, as appropriate,by physical barriers;3. Use of shared facilities for recreational activities outside ofresidences, including, but not limited to, golf courses, tennis andpickle ball courts, rock parks, climbing walls, pools, spas,shooting and archery ranges, gyms, disc golf, and basketballcourts is prohibited and those areas must be closed forrecreational purposes, including by signage and, as appropriate,by physical barriers. Such facilities may be repurposed during theemergency to provide essential services needed to address theCOVID-19 pandemic; and4. Sports or activities that include the use of shared equipment mayonly be engaged in by members of the same household or livingunit.iv. To perform work providing essential products and services atfor anEssential Business or to otherwise carry out activities specificallypermitted in this Order, including Minimum Basic Operations, asdefined in this Section.v. To provide necessary care for a family member or pet in anotherhousehold who has no other source of care.vi. To attend a funeral with no more than 10 individuals present.vii. To move residences, but only if it is not possible to defer an alreadyplanned move, if the move is necessitated by safety, sanitation, orhabitability reasons, or if the move is necessary to preserve access toshelter. When moving into or out of the Bay Area region, individuals arestrongly urged to quarantine for 14 days. To quarantine, individualsshould follow the guidance of the United States Centers for DiseaseControl and Prevention.

Each governmentalentity shall identify and designate appropriate employees, volunteers, orcontractors to continue providing and carrying out any Essential GovernmentalFunctions. All, including the hiring or retention of new employees or contractorsto perform such functions. Each governmental entity and its contractors mustemploy all necessary emergency protective measures to prevent, mitigate, respondto and recover from the COVID-19 pandemic, and all Essential GovernmentalFunctions shall be performed in compliance with Social Distancing Requirementsas defined in this Section, to the greatest extent possiblefeasible.e. For the purposes of this Order, covered businesses includea “business” includesany for-profit, nonprofitnon-profit, or educational entities,entity, whether acorporate entity, organization, partnership or sole proprietorship, and regardlessof the nature of the service, the function they performitperforms, or its corporate or entity structure.

Projects immediately necessary to provide critical non-commercialservices to individuals experiencing homelessness, elderly persons,persons who are economically disadvantaged, and persons withspecial needs;7. Construction necessary to ensure that existing construction sitesthat must be shut down under this Order are left in a safe andsecure manner, but only to the extent necessary to do so; and8. Construction or repair necessary to ensure that residences andbuildings containing Essential Businesses are safe, sanitary,or habitable to the extent such construction or repair cannotreasonably be delayed;vvi. Newspapers, television, radio, and other media services;vivii. Gas stations and auto-supply, auto-repair, and related facilities;(including, but not limited to, for cars, trucks, motorcycles and motorizedscooters), and automotive dealerships, but only for the purpose ofproviding auto-supply and auto-repair services (and not, by way ofexample, car sales or car washes). This subparagraph (vii) does not restrictthe on-line purchase of automobiles if they are delivered to a residence or

Schools andother entities that provide food services under this exemption shall notpermit the food to be eaten at the site where it is provided, or at any othergathering site;xviii.
